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in the ocean of knowledge must be careful and

thankful to the authors who has already contributed

in the area of knowledge.

Government plagiarism policy for academic
integrity:

The core work carried out by the author shall

be based on original ideas and shall be covered by

zero tolerance policy on plagiarism .

The core

work shall include abstract with keywords,

introduction , objective, hypothesis, research

methodology, analysis and interpretation, summary

and observations conclusions, recommendations and

references . As in lieu of the ethics in higher

education, fair conduct of research and prevention

of misconduct, as per UGC ( Promotion of Academic

Integrity and Prevention of Plagiarism in Higher

Educational Institutions )  Regulation 2017, students,

researchers and faculty members should not perform

any academic misconduct by the theft of intellectual

property in any manner.

  Therefore ,the proper attribution , seeking

permission of the author wherever necessary ,

acknowledgement of source compatible with the

needs and specificities of disciplines and in

accordance with rules and regulations governing the

source is essentially required. In case of found guilty

of plagiarizing, they shall be considered under

following class of severity:

l Lavel-1 : Similarities above 10% to 40% -

Shall be asked to withdraw manuscript submitted for

publication and shall not be allowed to publish any

work for a minimum period of one year.

l Level-2: Similarities above 40% to 60% -

Shall be asked to withdraw manuscript submitted for

publication and shall not be allowed to publish any

work for a minimum period of two years and shall

be denied a right to one annual increment in case of

academician . they also shall not be allowed to be a

supervisor to any UG, PG, Master’s M.Phil., Ph.D.

Student/scholar for a period of two years.

l Level-3: Similarities above 60% - Shall be

asked to withdraw manuscript submitted for

publication and shall not be allowed to publish any

work for a minimum period of three years and in

case of faculty , shall be denied a right to two

successive annual increments and shall not be allowed

to be a supervisor to any UG, PG, Master’s M.Phil.,

Ph.D. Student/scholar for a period of three years.

Based on the severity and above penalty levels

, in case of below 10 percent of plagiarism is found ,

authors can/ shall be immediately asked to correct

the paper and revert .(under the rule in autonomy by

the publishing authority.)

Although these laws were published in 1931, they

have still their relevancy and never loss there

professional values in future.2Not only students and

teachers of library science discipline but the adherents

of all the institutions and organisations of 21st century

must give a thought to the implementation of these

laws at their work place. In today’s society, where

users’ satisfaction, patrons’ satisfaction and

customer’s satisfaction has become the focal point of

discussion; the adoption of these”Five laws” have

become more important in all sphere of human being.

A number of articles have been published on the Five
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Laws of Library Science. It is noticed that they have

tried to interpret various new forms or stages of these

laws.  Ranganathan Originally quoted these Five

Laws in the following form:3

Stage 1:

1. Books are for Use

2. Every Reader His Book

3. Every Book Its Reader

4. Save the Time of the Reader

5. Library is a Growing Organism.

Stage 2:

Ranganathan himself revised these laws by

replacing the word “Books” with the word”

document”4:

1. Documents are for use

2. Every reader his document

3. Every document its reader

4. Save the time of the reader

5. Library is a growing organism

Stage 3:

Walt Crawford and Michael Gormana British

librarianrecommended the following updated form

of five laws given by Ranganathan:

1. Information is for use

2. Every user his or her information

3. Every piece of information its user

4. Save the time of the information user

5. The universe of information is ever growing

Stage 4: 

Later Michael Gormanand Walt Crawford

revised these laws as follows:

1. Libraries serve humanity.

2. Respect all forms by which knowledge is

communicated.

3. Use technology intelligently to enhance

service.

4. Protect free access to knowledge.

5. Honour the past and create the future.

Although Gorman’s & Crawford laws

arecompletely different than Ranganathan’s laws.

They presented these as point of view of a librarian

who practicing in a technological society.

Stage 5:

Librarian Alireza Noruzi (2004) applied

Ranganathan’s laws in the context of Web:5

1. Web resources are for use.

2. Every user has his or her web resource.

3. Every web resource its user.

4 Save the time of the user.

5. The Web is a growing organism.

Stage 6 :

Due to media richness librarian Carol Simpson

(2008)  recommended the following form of

Ranganathan’s laws.6

1. Media are for use.

2. Every patron his information.

3. Every medium its user.

4. Save the time of the patron.

5. The library is a growing organism.

Various stagesof  Five Laws reflect the following

characteristics:

l The wording ofthese Laws is not same; it is

changing with the passage of time and environment.

l These Laws are not discipline specific. The

applications of these mayfind in different

organizations or Institutions.

l  These Laws are Easy to understand because

there is no mathematical representation in these Laws

like zip’s law and Bradeford‘s Laws.

l Many more new forms of these laws may be

updated; depending on the Institutions or

organizations to which they are applied.

The characteristics of these Laws show that

these are basically organizational laws and have

basic, fundamental or broad principles and can be

used in various disciplines with its various stages.

First law: Itreveals thatthe books, other

information resources in the Libraries, items,

products, things or we can sayany object must be

usable or functional. The basic spirit of the First Law

can be generalised to read as “Things are for use”.

If a thing is not in use, it becomes useless.

Second law: Itemphasis on the users of the

library and operator, worker or customer of any

organisations. The essence contained in it is a



statement of “Therights of the people” to have access

to information to enable them to play their role in

society. It stresses that every citizen has the right to

get the information that he or she needs.

Third Law: Itis somewhat more elusive and

indicates theusable items or products. At first sight

one could feel that it is no more than a repetition of

the First Law that “Books are for use”. But there is

difference between both. The analogy of the grocery

store or a supermarket can be used to understand the

difference. It is not sufficient just to carry a stock

and to display it. The stock has to be promoted and

marketed.  If a stock item is not sold, it is a liability

for the storekeeper or store in charge. The

supermarket constantly re-arranges its presentation

of goods because there is a merit of it.

Ranganathan had tried experiments by placing

the same books sometimes in the top, sometimes in

the middle and sometimes in the lower shelves of

racks. He followed up by recording the interest shown

by readers. He could establish quite clearly that if a

book was placed in the more easily visible and

accessible middle shelves, it was used more. This

Law can very well serve as basic reading on

marketing techniques for any student of “Business

Administration”, if one had the flexibility to read

the word “Book” as “sales goods”.

Fourth Law: It focuses on the time saving of

user or customer and it is a general appeal. Time is

Money and Money is Time are slogansof modern

times to rationalise activities in many fields.Still

millionsof useful man-hours are being lost even today.

We all have to wait at the cash-counters of

supermarkets, in the antechambers of medical doctors

and at the counters of the bank, post office,

Government offices and so on. Ranganathan had

identified a host of practical steps by which such a

waste of precious man-hours could be brought down.

His measure was tailored to the case of libraries, but

the Principles and much of the methodology are

equally applicable in other fields.

Fifth law:It focuses on the rising or expanding

pattern of the organizations. ForRanganathan, a

library was a place of action. The activity pertained

to acquisition, storage and dissemination of

information, which was the basis for providing the

means to spread knowledge. The physical build-up

and momentary contents of a Library were only

instruments like the bodies of organisms. One can

easily stretch this Law to say that “Every society is a

growing organism” or”Every industry is a growing

organism”, etc.

This fifth Law contains all the ingredients to

evolve and execute any management and planning

effort. It emphases on to think about future Scenarios

and urges us to act today in such a way that the efforts

of today will not cramp development in the future. It

goes a step further to make us think ahead all the

time.

Hence it seems applications of these laws are

not confined to the libraries or information centres

only but available in many areas of human spheres.7

Some generalized form of these lawsare

presenting here, which can provide the base to

derive other new forms as per the organisations’

needs, time or situation:

1. Goods/ products should be available or open

for some action:

Here object can be anything, that can be seen,

held or touched and that is not alive. For example,

in an exhibition hallan object is a thing that is

displayed forseeing, in a shop objects represent all

those items or products which are for selling.

2.  Every consumer/ user his or her goods:

The word consumer may be used instead of user to

broad the sense. A‘consumer’ is a person who buys

goods or services for his /her personal use. A reader,

student, researcher customer, client, purchaser,

patient, disciple, etc. who usegoods and avail services

as per their needs are the form of consumers. The

real sense of this statement is that every consumer

should get his/her product. In other words the main

focus is on consumers’ satisfaction.

3. Every products/ goods its consumer: The

real sense of this statement is that every products/

goods should get his/her consumer. In second

statement the focus is on consumers, but in third

statement the main focus is on quality of products
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and goods. Products should be produced or displayed

or we can say advertised in a way so that they can

attract their consumer easily.

4.  Save the time of the service provider as

well service consumer: The time of both the

concerned person is important, so instead of save the

time of the users only, service provider may be added.

5. An organization is a growing organism:

Here the word “Organization”refers to all the

organizations or Institutionssuchas libraries,

information centres, business organizations,

hospitals, religious places:temple, church etc.

Depending on our necessities, we can generate

a number of forms of Ranganathan’s Five Laws, for

different kind of fields. Let us see how these laws

may fit themselvesin various fields with its various

new interpretations8

Although

Ranganathan provided these laws to Library Science,

but we can make them relevant by studying and

applying his principles and practices in different

sectors of human sphere

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Self-reliant means that a nation can meet
all of its residents and businesses needs without
relying on outside resources that the nation self-
sufficiently generates all the products and
services it needs. On the other hand, self-
reliance implies that the nation produces
enough surpluses to meet its own demands and
does not depend on the loans and aid of other
nations or organizations for the resources or
money needed to buy them.

Objectives of Self-reliant India:-

reliance by strengthening local service providers
and manufacturers. Focus on reducing the trade
imbalance and improving the exchequer balance
to raise living standards.

4. Provide economic support packages
equal to 10% of the Indian GDP and provide
special incentives and funding to farmers and
small companies who lost much as a result of
COVID-19.

According to President Droupadi Murmu,
Women's empowerment is crucial to the
development and independence of India,
speaking on November 16, 2022, at a summit of
women's self-help groups in Bhopal. Self-help
groups can help women become more
independent and increased participation by
women. Women contribution will increase for
themselves, society, the nation's economy, and
government. She continued by saying that the
majority of self-help groups are led by women,
who also sell their goods both in India and
overseas. "Tribal Cooperative Marketing
Development Federation of India Ltd (TRIFED)
is the channel through which the items created
by tribal women are distributed to consumers."

Women's contributions would help India
become a developed country in the not-too-
distant future.

The expansion of women's entrepreneur-
ship in India has not kept up with it. In India,
women make up only 6% of the country's mass
entrepreneurs. Only 27% of these
businesswomen report an annual income of
more than Rs 10 lakh. However, they only
provide 3.09 percent of India's overall industrial
production. The macroeconomic growth of
women-owned businesses in India is still
constrained. Given this, it is possible to view
India's growth story as unfinished. Given that

women make up approximately half of this
section's population, their participation is
especially crucial to Voice for Local's success. So,
unleashing this growth may have a positive
impact on India's Economy and job growth.

The top authority claims that if efforts are
stepped up, there might be 31.5 million women-
owned businesses by 2030. Within this time
frame, 150 to 170 million employments could
be produ. if more women started their own
businesses.

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ABSTRACT

A critical analysis of Kalidas’s AbhijnanaShakuntalam

The play AbhijnanaShakuntalam is written by one of the greatest
poets of India, Kalidasa. This play is a beautiful tale of romance between
King Dushyanta and Shakuntala. The title of the play, which is originally
in Sanskrit actually means “The recognition of Shakuntala” in English.
Abhijnanashakuntalam is the first Indian play to be translated into different
western languages. Kalidasa had extracted the story of Shakuntala from
the great epic Mahabharata and painted it even more widely in his play
AbhijnanaShakuntalam. The two protagonists of the play are Dushyanta
and Shakuntala. The king of Hastinapur, Dushyanta is a noble and kind
ruler who is respected by everyone. Shakuntala is a beautiful maiden who
is the daughter of Sage Vishwamitra and Apsara Menaka. Shakuntala has
grown up in the hermitage of sage Kanva since she was disposed by her
birth parents.

Keywords: love token, distressed, lamenting, apsara, bond of love.
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Story of the play:

Dushyanta visits the hermitage of Kanva
after a day of hunting, where he first gets a
glance of the beautiful Shakuntala. He gets
attracted to her from the very first moment
when his eyes meet her beauty. After
Shakuntala’s consent, both get married in the
Gandharva mode of wedding. However soon
after their marriage, Dushyanta leaves for his
kingdom with a promise to return and take
Shakuntala back with him. Enchanted by love,

Shakuntala keeps on thinking about her
husband the entire time, which affects her
surrounding. The angry Sage Durvasa visits
the hermitage and begs for water at
Shakuntala’s door. However, she is so lost in
the thoughts of her husband, that she fails to
attend to the sage. Feeling insulted Durvasa
incurs a curse on Shakuntala, which
completely erases the memory of Shakuntala
from Dushyanta’s head. However, later he
modifies the curse on the request of Anasuya
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and Priyamvada. He tells them that the lost
memory can be revived if Shakuntala shows
an ornament which is a token of their love.
The token is actually a ring that Dushyanta
had gifted to Shakuntala.

After months of waiting for Dushyanta,
Sage Kanva advises her to visit the court by
herself. It is revealed that Shakuntala is
heavily pregnant with Dushyanta’s child by
then. However while on her way to the
kingdom, Shakuntala loses her ring in a lake.
In the court, Dushyanta refuses to accept
Shakuntala as his wife, as he completely loses
his memory about their marriage, under the
influence of the curse. He even makes several
disparaging remarks about her character,
which infuriates her. She is then escorted by
the Apsaras into heaven, leaving everyone
surprised. Eventually, after months, the ring
is found by a fisherman. Dushyanta revives
his memory back about Shakuntala when he
sees that ring and breaks down in guilt. He
becomes lovesick and curses himself for the
adversity that he had caused. Later,
Dushyanta is reunited with his wife
Shakuntala and their son Bharat in the
hermitage of Marica. Dushyanta begs for the
forgiveness of Shakuntala and asks her to
return back with him. Shakuntala forgives him
and they both move back to Hastinapur. By
critically analyzing, it can be said that
AbhijnanaShakuntalam is one of the finest
plays of Indian Literature. The theme of love
and romance is very well evident in the play.
Not justlove, but other types of emotions are
reflected as well in this play. Different bonds
like friendship, love, fatherly love, etc are well
established in this play. Character of
Shakuntala: The play AbhigyanShakuntalam

by Kalidasa is one of the best plays in ancient
Sanskrit literature. The play is about a
beautiful damsel Shakuntala who lives in the
hermitage of the sage Kanva. She has been
the daughter of sage Vishwamitra and
‘Apsara’ Menaka.InAbhijnanaSakuntalam,
Kalidasa presents Shakuntala as an
embodiment of beauty, feminine charm and
womanhood. Kalidasa has presented her in
the mould of the ideal heroine of Sanskrit
literature as laid down in the texts of Sanskrit
dramaturgy. Shakuntala has been presented
as an ideal woman like Savitri, and Sita. In
such a romantic design, the main aim of the
dramatist is to evoke the Sringara Rasa.
Shakuntala possesses ideal beauty and grace.
Unlike other heroines such as Urvashi and
Malvika, Shakuntala is a child of Nature. She
has been brought up in the lap of Nature and
is more close to earthly reality. Shakuntala is
a unique creation of Kalidasa who transcends
the erotic. Nature also plays an important role
in her life. King Dushyanta, the king of
Hastinapur happens to be in the forest on
hunting and enters the hermitage. He removes
his royal regalia and encounters Shakuntala
who is accompanied by her two companions.

The king at once falls in love with her
and she too cannot resist. The king requests
her for the ‘gandharva’ form of marriage and
she agrees on the condition that her son would
be the king of Hastinapur. The play focuses
on the tension between desire and duty,
‘Sringra rasa’ and ‘Vira rasa.’ Dushyanta’s
chase of a deer can be interpreted symbolically
as: the parallels between Shakuntala and the
deer are frequent: they symbolize the serenity
of the asrama, are innocent and given to
tenderness, and are also physically close, for
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the deer the king is hunting is a fawn nurtured
by Shakuntala. This seems to hunt at the
predator being the king and Shakuntala being
the prey. After the ‘gandharva’ form of
marriage, the king leaves the hermitage. He
has promised Shakuntala to send his men to
take her to the capital with due honour. All
this happens in the absence of the sage Kanva
who has been out. When Kanva comes to
know about this, he approves of this marriage.
Shakuntala is simple, innocent and easily
gullible. She has so far not faced such a
situation where the outburst of passions can
sway the person. She had not learned how to
restrain herself, how to hide her feelings.
Shakuntala had not known cupid before;
hence her heart was bare of armour, and she
could not distrust either the sentiment of love
or the character of the lover. The character
of Shakuntala has been the pivotal point
around which the play revolves. She emerges
as the embodiment of Indian womanhood
who is ready to make sacrifice when society
(Dushyanta) turns indifferent and hostile too.

Fairy-tale elements are present in the
poem as well as the play. The sacred pool of
golden lotuses guarded by a Genius with
specific instruments to follow, the failure to
carry them out, the curse and consequent loss
of love, status and superhuman powers are
characterized of folk lore. Shakuntala’s
kinship with Nature is evident from her name
itself. After her birth, she was protected by
‘Shakunta’ birds (peacocks). Shakuntala
establishes human relations with the object
of Nature. When she departs from the
hermitage, every object of Nature seems to
be mourning. Shakuntala is a wonderful
creation of Kalidasa. When Shakuntala visits

the king, she suffers. Her speech is long and
impassioned, but rational. She is not whining
or begging the king. She boldly tells
Dushyanta of the future implications and
results of his false action. She further, says,
“if you will not follow my advice O
Dushyanta, you will reap the results of your
present actions a hundred times”.
Shakuntala’s strength echoes in her words at
the end of the story. Later when the king is
left behind by Shakuntala he is filled with a
feeling of remorse. Twice, he enters the sacred
region, first the ‘tapovan’, hermitage of
Kanva and later the hermitage of sage Kanva.
Before the king can enter this world he has
to be purified. First he proves his worth by
battling the forces of darkness and disorder
that threaten the order of the universe. For
this he has to be roused from the state ofutter
despondency into which he had fallen,
weighed down by an over whelming sense of
guilt. He had become disoriented, nerveless
and swooned away. It has rightly been said
that words are keys to open doors for the
imagination on its journey of exploration into
the fictive world. Kalidasa has also employed
the device of irony in the play to heighten the
emotional impact of the situation. The use of
curse motif and the ring justifies it. It provides
an explanation to the recognition ‘abhijyan’
of Shakuntala.

This recognition is for Dushyanta who
knows the truth only after losing his wife.
When one compares the Shakuntala of the
first Act with the Shakuntala of the seventh
Act, it shows her passage from innocence of
experience, from the abstract to the concrete,
from hermitage to Hastinapur and from
separation to reunion. In fact, Shakuntala’s



tale can also be studied in the light of
Campbellion stages of initiation, separation
and return. In Act V, the repudiation of
Shakuntala in the court of Dushyanta arouses
the ‘karuna-rasa’ (pity) when she is literally
deserted by her lover and husband who
himself sits on the throne of Dharma. Here
the motif of curse makes the story
psychologically convincing. After their
separation, the two lovers undergo a long
‘tapasya’ and their reunion takes place in the
hermitage of sage Marica. Dushyanta’s filial
love finds a forceful expression when he sees
a young boy (Bharat) playing with a lion.The
king greets the boy amazed by his boldness
and strength. The last Act shows Shakuntala
as one doing rigorous penance that shows
her as a matron and as an embodiment of
motherhood. Modern readings of the play
Shakuntalam have studied the character of
Shakuntala from different perspectives like
feminism, colonial point of view, moralistic
reading, the play as an allegory, Shakuntala
as an image of the middle class and the burden
of tradition upon a woman in Indian society.

The strength of Shankuntala in the play
lies in her deep and powerful emotions which
feed her strength of mind. Irony in the play:
Kalidasa being a phenomenal writer in
Sanskrit literature extracts a simple story from
the Mahabharata and gives it a new treatment
by introducing the curse motif and the ring
motif along with the structural device of irony.
Irony has been employed as a powerful
literary device to enhance and heighten the
emotional impact of the narrative. Irony is
the use of words that say the opposite of what
one really means in order to make a point. It
is used to achieve special rhetorical or poetic

effects. Irony employed in
AbhigyanShakuntalam is of different types
such as verbal irony, structural irony, sarcasm,
dramatic irony, cosmic irony and romantic
irony. Verbal irony is a statement in which
the meaning that a speaker implies differs
from the meaning that is expressed. The ironic
statement involves the explicit expression of
one attitude. There is an ironic reversal of
the surface statement. In structural Irony, the
author, instead of using an occasional verbal
irony, introduces a structural feature that
serves to sustain a duplex meaning. Dramatic
irony involves a situation in a narrative in
which the reader shares with the author
knowledge of present or future of which a
character is ignorant, cosmic irony or irony
of fate involves a deity or late that manipulates
events so as to lead the protagonist to false
hopes. In romantic irony, the author builds
up the illusion of representing reality, only to
shatter it by revealing that the author is the
creator of his characters. This type of irony
involves a self conscious narrator in the main
plot that brings the revelation. This token of
love is the ring itself which is lost and later
found by a fisherman. It is ironical that king’s
ladylove is before his eyes yet he asks for
some proof. Again, he has loved Shakuntala,
the child of nature, carnally and it takes a long
time for him to recognize her intrinsic beauty
and feminine grace. He has to pay a heavy
price for this and loses his wife and son. This
initiates him on a journey to discover the
meaning of beauty and love. Kalidasa lets the
established ideals of society to be examined
through the use of ironies. When he meets
his own son in the hermitage of Marica who
plays with a lion cub, Dushyanta describes

the boy as ‘the young of a black serpent that
spoils/for other creatures the pleasant
sanctuary that is the fragrant sandal tree.’

In Act I and Act VII, one finds graphic
descriptions of the ‘tapovan’, the hermitages
of Kanva and Marica. Here, one finds good-
humoured irony at play. The ‘rishis’, seers
and other ascetics have been presented
asgiven to anger and anxiety. Through the
undisciplined behaviour of Durvasa, the ideal
of asceticism is questioned. Chandra Rajan
observes that ascetic claims are subjected to
ironic scrutiny in Act V. A number of disciples
of Kanva are given to anger and also suffer
from complexes. Sarngarava can be easily
provoked and he lacks self-discipline. Other
disciple of Kanva is Saradvata who is
observed with the idea of cleanliness. Sage
Durvasa is the main example of this type of
behaviour. Kalidasa also makes use of the
device of foreshadowing in the main plot.
King Dushyanta refuses to recognize
Shakuntala and she is stripped of dignity.
“Such isolation is of the essence of a tragic
situation in life. The play is poise on the edge
of tragedy from which it must now be
retrieved.” It is not Shakuntala who proves
her innocence but a fisherman who by chance
produces the signet ring of the king. A great
sage like Kanva fails to press upon the king
to accept the reality and he leaves it to her
destiny. The trial scene presents Shakuntala
as an isolated being, abandoned by society.

Now she faces the existential limit and
look up towards heavens. Suddenly the
Apsara Menaka appears and vanishes after
taking Shakuntala away. In this regards, the
remarks of Chandra Rajan on the tragic tone
of the play need attention: “The reconciliation

and reunion of Sakuntala and Dushyanta
takes place in another world, the golden
world of the primal pair. The resolution of
the plot is effected in this mythical world;
therefore, one way of reading the play is to
see it as having a fictive ending. By
introducing the device of a deus et machina,
the situation is saved, temporarily; the tragedy
is averted, but the tragic tone remains.” In
Sanskrit literature, one does not find pure
tragedies like the Greek tragedies but plays
with tragic tone. Theme of love: It is a
beautiful tale of love and romance written by
one of the greatest poets of India, Kalidasa,
one of the greatest Sanskrit poet that India
ever had and his life history is absolutely
fascinating and interesting. Perhaps the most
famous and beautiful work of his is
Shakuntalam. This is a love drama and we
can feel love showering throughout the play.
Their love brings us on a journey that makes
us laugh, cry tears of happiness and sorrow,
and even blows us away by their love. This
story basically focuses on the theme of love.
It centralizes on the thought that ‘We are born
alone, we live alone, we die alone. Only
through our love and friendship can we create
the illusion for the moment that we are not
alone.’ It defines love very well as we can
feel a very differnent kind of sensation in
almost every aspect of this play. According
to me love can not only in between a girl and
a boy who are planning to get married, infact
love is everywhere. It can be between us and
god or between us and our parents. Similarly
even in this play when sage kanava spotted
the new born child, surrounded by shakuntala
birds then taken by kindness, he decides to
take the child home and name her shakuntala.



This shows how love does not bothers about
blood relation or anything and can make
someone adopt a child out of love. Even when
we move further in this play, we can see how
Shakuntala grows up to be a beautiful young
lady just like her mother Menaka. One day,
King Dushyant, while returning from a deer
hunt, happens to stop by the hermit’s cottage.
There he saw Sakuntala engaged in a friendly
banter with her friends. Shakuntala found her
deer whimpering in pain and tried to comfort
it. Shakuntala very much loved the animals
of the forest and her attachment for the animal
touched Dushyanta’s heart and he asked her
to forgive him for his cruel behaviour.

 She forgave him and he asked to stay in
the forest for a few days to tend the wounded
deer. They fell in love and they decided to
marry. Their love was so deep that for
instance at the beautiful surrounding, the inner
joy of Dushyanta and of the beauty of
shakuntala triggers the feeling of love in him.
Though standing behind the bushes he too is
unable to control himself from adoring and
appreciating Shakuntala’s magical youth. On
the proposal of marriage Shakuntala asked
the king to wait for the sage kanava to return,
but the strong love between them did not let
them wait as both of them were willing to
marry this is when in the absence of the sage,
they secretly married in the ceremony of
“Gandharva Vivaha” with Mother Nature as
the witness.After some days, the King got
news of unrest in his city and is summoned
to return. He leaves sadly, but promises to
return soon and take his beloved with him.
As a token of love, he gives her a signet ring
and promises to send an envoy to escort her
to the palace. But then the king did not kept

his promise and from here begins the waiting
period of shakuntala which is the actual test
of her true love. Shakuntala waits for
dushyanta’s people to come and take her to
his palace. But they do not come. Every love
story is not always a straight road which
means that in every love story the lovers have
to face many difficulties to get their love and
become one.

It is not always easy to achieve what you
want and one needs to fight for his or her
love. Same was in the case of Shakuntala.
She was already suffering from so much pain
of seperation and waiting, but as said earlier
it is not easy to get one’s love, so here comes
one more obstacle. One day, sage Durvasa,
famous for anger, stops by the hut for
hospitality. Lost in her love thoughts,
Sakuntala fails to acknowledge his presence.
This rises the temperamental sage and he
curses Shakuntala, that the one whom she is
thinking about will forget her. Sakuntala begs
for mercy and explains her situation. On the
plea of Shakuntala and her friends, the sage
agrees and says that if the king sees any
significant thing that he gave her, he will
remember everything. Now we again are
confronted with the love of sage Kanava
towards shakuntala.

When he returned he knew by his
spiritual insight that Shakuntala and
Dushyanta were united by gandharvavivaaha
and his daughter was pregnant. The sage puts
his seal approval on the marriage as divinely
ordained and, in due course Shakuntala
delivers a male child. After so many months
of waiting, when she fails to hear anything
from the king, Sage Kanava arranges for the
visit of Sakuntala to the court of King
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Dushyant. On her way, she stops by a lake to
drink water and unfortunately the ring slips
out of her finger and suddenly a fish swallows
it. She reaches the royal palace, but Dushyant
did not recognized her because of the curse
given to her earlier. She then remembers the
ring but realizes that she has lost it
somewhere. With disappointment, she returns
back to the forest.

Wild Jasmine plant, Vana Josna with
sensations and emotions of human beings.
The act begins with a conversation between
Anasooya and Priyamvada. They are talking
about Dushyantha Maharaja who has courted
Shakunthala as per Gandharva mode of
vivaha. They are anxious that nothing is heard
about the king who has gone to his palace to
take care of the affairs in the capital after the
Yaga having been performed. In the
meanwhile, it appears that a guest has arrived
at the hermitage. The maids console
themselves at the thought that Shakunthala
will be at the hermitage to welcome the guest.
By this time, the guest burns with rage and
goes away showering words of curse upon
Shakunthala “Thou hath failed to see me on
account of thy fantasies. So let him, whom
thou hath been thinking of, forget thee.” The
handmaids realize with a shock that
Shakunthala is unaware of Durvasav’s arrival
as she has been lost in day dreams. Anasuya
requests Priyamvada to follow Durvasa and
to entreat him to pardon Sakunthala. On
seeing Anasooya’s humility, Duravasa
sympathizes a little. He allows a concession
that the curse will be lifted on showing the
signet ring that Dushynta had given her as a
token and that he will be released of
hisforgetfulness. It is only out of sheer luck

that such a concession is granted by Durvasav
who is adamant and hot tempered by nature.
After all, Anasooya and Priyamvada make up
their mind not to let Sakunthla know anything
about the curse and the means for lifting the
same. Their decision has a great dramatic
significance.

Sage kanva who has returned from the
forest comes to know of Sakunthala’s
GhandharvaVivaaha with Dushyanta with the
help of his divine vision. He makes
arrangements for Shakunthala to be sent to
the palace of Dushyantha, along with the
inmates of the hermitage. While Anasooya
and Priyamvada brings in garlands made of
elanjhi flowers, and mixtures of sandals and
kunkumas for Shankuthala to be adorned
with, the young disciples of Kanwa brings in
silken clothes and ornaments given by the
forest nymphs with words of blessings. The
pieces of advice and words of consolation
that Kanva gives Sankunthala when she turns
to prostrate before him is a real blessing. The
permission that the flora and fauna of the
hermitage grant Sankuthala to take leave is
echoed in the songs of shama birds. When
she tries to set out, the tip of her garment is
stuck on something. When she turns and
looks back she finds that it was the fawn (the
young one of the stag) called Deergapanga.
When Sankunthala is gone, the dejected
Kanva returns to the hermitage accompanied
by Anasooya and Priyamvada. He feels
relieved as though a great debt had being paid
off. Maharshi Durvasav’s curse. We hear the
intense curse showered upon Shakuntala by
Sage Durvasa who is burning with rage on
account of the fact that she failed to greet
him as she is lost in fantasies.



Shakuntala who has courted Dushyantha
as per the Gandharva mode of vivaha remains
lost in thought the very moment when the
angry-prone Durvasav pays a visit to
Kanvaasram. Durvasav showers a curse on
Shakuntala by bewitching Dushyanta in to
forgetting her. The curse runs as follows. ‘Let
him ,whom thou hath been thinking of,
forgetful of everyone else and fails to see me
who is a sage, be forgetful of thy existence
even when he is reminded of, like a lunatic
who is not able to recollect anything that has
happened before”. [It is because Shakuntala
has been lost in thoughts about Dushyantha
that she failed to see sage Durvasa, when he
visits the hermitage. The sage becomes so
angry that he curses her that Dushyanta will
forget her, even when he is reminded of
her.His forgetfulness will be that of a mad
man who cannot recollect anything that has
happened in his life before he runs mad] The
picture of the morning as painted by the
disciple of Kanva. The disciple of Kanva gives
a beautiful description of the setting of the
moon and the rising of the sun simultaneously
and the moral conveyed by the sight. On the
one side, the moon is seen sinking and on the
other side the sun, being driven in chariot by
his chariot driver Aruna, is being manifested
on its own. Does the rise and fall of the two
jyotisi.e. the sun and moon, at the same time
tell the word of the universal law that change
of fortune (i.e. change from one dasha to
another) is indispensable? With the setting of
the moon, the night flower pleases no more.
The ruddy morning impurples the dew drops
on the branches of Vadari. The peacock,
shaking off sleep, hastens from the cottages
of hermits. The antelope, springing hastily

from the place of sacrifice, raises himself on
high, and stretches his graceful limbs. The
moon has fallen from the sky with diminished
beams. It seems to the disciple that the moon
and the sun the two great men of this world
ascend with extreme labour to the summit of
ambition only to descend from it easily and
quickly.

Melancholy of Kanva at the thought of
separation from his daughter The intense
sorrow that engulfs Kanva on account of the
thought of separation from his daughter
Shakuntala is dealt vividly in Act IV of
‘Shakunthalam’. He is anxious on account of
the thought of separation from his daughter.
His eyes are filled with tears, and the throat
stammers. His sight is paralysed with
thoughts. He asks, “If the condition of a tapasi
like me is this, what would be the condition
of a father who leads the life of a
grihasthasrami, on thinking of separation from
the daughter for the first occasionThe advice
Maharishi Kanva gives to Shakuntala before
her departure to Hastinapura. When
Shakuntala prostrates in front of Kanwa, he
blesses her with his advice and words of
consolation. He says “Let you be worthy of
being adorned by your husband as Sharmishta
by Yayathi [as per the legend ,the real wife
(i.e. pattamaharshi) of king Yayathi is
Devayani, however,his son born of Sarmishta
is proclaimed as the Yuvraj even though
Yayathi is married to Sharmishta only through
the Gandharva mode. The implication is that
Sakuntala’s son also, in due course, would
become Yuvraj.] Kanva advises Sakuntala as
to the duties she has to perform and the norms
she has to observe on reaching her husband’s
home. “Look after the parents of your

Husband. Treat your co-wives as if they were
your own friends with love and respect and
faith. Even when your beloved is displeased,
do not be displeased. Be sympathetic to the
servants. Never be proud of your luck. It is
thus that the young wife becomes a real
House wife who is able to look after the affairs
of the household in a better way.

Those who behave in contradiction to
the norms are sure to bring about destruction
to the kula” Personification of the flora and
fauna in the hermitage. Act IV of
“Sakunthalam” contains the most touching
scenes in the play. The act brings home the
truth that separation is always melancholic.
Accompanied by Gautami, Shargavara and
Shardvata, Shakunthala is being sent by Tata
Kanva to Dushyantha’s palace at Hastinapura.
She is bidding farewall to the plants, trees,
birds and animals and to her hand maids,
Anasooya and Priyamvada whom she has so
far treated as her own sisters and with whom
she has lived without being separated even
for a single moment in her life. Even sage
Kanva is so overcome with emotion that his
voice staggers. He is seen behaving as if he
were a Grihasthasrami (Head of House Hold).
It is in this act that Kalidasa has endowed the

fawn(the young one of the stag) Deegapanga
and the wild Jasmine plant, Vana Josna with
sensations and emotions of human beings.
Kanva requests the plants and trees of the
Tapovans To grant Sakuntala permission to
take leave of. He says to them: “She who
refuses to take any drink without you being
watered and she who is hesitant to pluck
tender buds and she who celebrates it a
festivity, when you blossom for the first time
that Sakuntala is leaving for her husband’s
palace. Let everyone grant her permission to
take leave of.”It seems to Sakuntala that
something hinders the tip of her silken clothes
when she is about to set out to Hasthinapura.
She turns and looks back. Then Kanwa tells
her it is the young one of the stag named
Deergapanga,whose mouth ,when injured
with the dharbha grass, she smeared with a
herbal oil and Cured the wound and whom
you have fed with the chama rice asif it were
your own most beloved young one.

Abhijatshakutalam is one of the most oldest work of Indian literature. It is
one of the most acclaimed women characters of Indian literature. The present
paper is an attempt to analyze the true voice and status of women’s life represented
in this play by feminine point of view. This paper will also highlight the various
social values such as woman’s emotion, feelings, and experiences, quality of
forgiveness, modesty and decency of women.

The Abhijnanasakuntalam is a marvelous
work of the great poet and playwright Kalidasa,
the brightest star in the firmament of Indian poetry.
Kalidasa’s imagination holds in perfect fusion the
two elements of natural beauty and human
feelings. Out of three plays of Kalidasa,
Abhijnanasakuntalam is generally regarded as a
masterpiece. The word ‘Abhijnana’ in the title
signifies ‘a token of recognition’ (here a ring),
which is instrumental in bringing about the final
recognition of Sakuntala by the king. It is a Nataka
in Seven Acts, based on the love-story of king
Dushyanta and the maiden Sakuntala. Social
values form an important part of the culture of
the society. Values account for the stability of
social order. They provide the general guidelines
for social conduct. Values such as fundamental
rights, patriotism, respect for human dignity,
rationality, sacrifice, individuality, equality,
democracy etc. guide our behaviour in many
ways. Values are the criteria people use in

assessing their daily lives; arrange their priorities
and choosing between alternative courses of
action. There are Seven Acts in
Abhijnanasakuntalam. Each Act of
Abhijnanasakuntalam reflects various social
values of women which are more beneficial to
human society and the present day world.Accordig
to Simone De Beauvoir; “One is not born a
woman, but rather becomes one.” 1 Trueness of
this sentence can be seen in terms of
AbhijnanaShakuntalam, it provides a great light
to understand the various roles of women. It is in
Abhijnana Shakuntalam woman sare depicted in
a way which helps us to understand the position
of women in a society. The very well known fact
of AbhijnanaShakuntalam is that it does not
directly talk about women in particular; it is from
between the lines that we are able to pick up the
words, actions and treatment that help us to
understand the women characters of the text. It is
from such representation that we can find the
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simple living of the women, their innocence, and
playfulness, the frankness which they have in their
minds and above everything their sincerity. As
far as the roles of women in
AbhijnanaShakuntalam is concerned, it represents
the multiple roles of women in life as mothers,
daughters, sisters, friends and councillors besides
their role as devoted wife.1 When we divide the
text into three sections, to clearly understand the
representation of women, we can find three
different roles played by Shakuntala in each of
the sections.

It is in general that we can see that the
different phases and the lives lived by a women
are as a daughter which is the first stage and then
as a wife, after the marriage and finally as a
mother. As far as the roles of women in
AbhijnanaShakuntalam is concerned, it represents
the multiple roles of women in life as mothers,
daughters, sisters, friends and councillors besides
their role as devoted wife.1When we divide the
text into three sections, to clearly understand the
representation of women, we can find three
different roles played by Shakuntala in each of
the sections. It is in general that we can see that
the different phases and the lives lived by a women
are as a daughter which is the first stage and then
as a wife, after the marriage and finally as a
mother. The first section of the text narrates the
story of Shakuntala in the ashrama2 of Kanva
representing her as the daughter of the ashrama.
It is through the story narrated by Shakuntala s
friend to Dushyanta that we come to know about
the parents of Shakuntala and her adoption by
rishi Kanva. The phase of daughter in Shakuntala
s life is narrated in the text in two ways. Firstly,
the story of her genetical parents and how she
was being abandoned by her parents. It is here
that we come to know about how and why was
Shakuntala being abandoned by her parents.
Though the narratives of Shakuntala s birth is
not directly narrated in the text, but is represented
in a way indicating the reason about her

abandoned. When we try to locate the mother of
Shakuntala, she is implicitly represented as an
apsara, a celestial woman who is blessed by
enormous power, and is being sent on earth in
order to control the austricity of a meditating sage.
Here, the meditating sage rishi Viswamitra is
represented as Shakuntalas father who is disturbed
by the apsara. The union of the sage and the
apsara led to the birth of Shakuntala. The
saddening part in this section is that both the
parents could not accept the child because of their
own commitments. As such, Shakuntala is being
abandoned and left in the forest in between the
wild. The second part of the story about
Shakuntala s journey as a daughter is her adoption
by sage Kanva. It is in this part of the story that
we find the actual execution of the daughter s
role played by Shakuntala. Shakuntala is brought
up in the ashrama. She has the every right and
power received from her father Kanva in the
ashrama. She is trusted with the task of receiving
guest in the ashrama, and looking after them,
which was earlier exercised by Kanva.

When we see the part of receiving the guest
it is clear that the job of hospitality is generally
entrusted to the female members of the family.
For instance, when Dushyanta enters the ashrama,
Anasuya says-”now that we have a special guest.
Shakuntala, go to our hut and bring ripe fruits.
We ll use this water to bathe his feet.And
Dushyanta replies as: “Your kind speech is
hospitality enough.2 Apart from this, through
many instances we come to know that Shakuntala
was provided with the basic education in the
ashrama. It can be understood that she was trained
to write which can be clearly reflected from what,
Shakuntala says: “I ve thought of a verse, but I
have nothing to write it on.” Priyamvada replies
as “engrave the letters with your nail on this lotus
leaf!”3 When we examine the text we can see that
Shakuntala and her friends are entrusted with the
jobs which seem to be uncomplicated, like
watering the plants looking after the animals and
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plants as compared to the role of the Dushyanta.
Who in the beginning is introduced as a strong
person who is out on a hunt, which is regarded as
a heavy task that needs action with power. It is
also clearly visible that Shakuntala who is the
foster daughter of Kanva is loved and cared
wholeheartedly. It is not only Kanva who provides
fatherly love to Shakuntala, but also the other
members of the ashrama love her equally. For
instance, when Shakuntala falls ill, it s
Priyamvada, Anasuya, and the senior aesthetic
Gautamai who take cares of her. Moreover,
Gautamai is even assigned to Shakuntala when
she leaves the ashrama and heads towards the
court of the palace of Dushyanta. In examining
the role of Shakuntala as a daughter, it also
indicates that the father plays an equally important
role in shaping the life of his daughter. This is
visible in the text particularly in terms of marriage.
As narrated in the text, we come to know
thatKanva wants her daughter to be married off
to a worthy husband. To give away the daughter
in marriage is considered as one of the major duty,
and right of the parents. When Kanva returns from
pilgrimage he comes to know about Shakuntala s
marriage to Dushyanta and also her pregnancy.
Kanva says that he will not mourn for Shakuntala
departure to her husband/ or her absence in the
ashrama. Thus, it is clearly visible that marriage
is considered as a most important task assigned
to the parents about their children, we can see
that Kanva forgives Shakuntala about her
marriage to Dushyanta in secret. It is noteworthy
that the reiteration of the sastric models of the
daughter as (parakiyaartha) another s wealth, with
Kanva expressing his relief at being able to hand
her over to her husband. The blessings that
Shakuntala receives in her departure from her
paternal home to her martial home is that she
should be fruitful and subservient.

The blessings that Shakuntala receives itself
shows that the motive and the purpose of living
changing from daughter to being the wife of

someone. For instance, the blessings that
Shakuntala receives from the first ascetic are
“child, win the title of „chief queen  as a sigh of
your husband s high esteem!” the second ascetic
blesses as “child, be the mother to the heroes!”
and the third ascetic blesses as “be honoured by
your husband.”8Kanva her foster father himself
advises Shakuntala to serve her elders, never go
against her husband, to treat her co-wives as
friends, and to be gentle with servants. This ideally
will ensure that she will attain the status of grhini
(the lady of the house). Sage Kanva assures
Shakuntala that she can return back to the
hermitage when the assigned duties of being wife
is being fulfilled when you have lived for many
years as a queen equal to the earth and raised
Dushyanta s son to be a matchless warrior, your
husband will entrust him with the burdens of the
kingdom and will return with you to the calm of
this hermitage. Shakuntala through some of her
dialogues in the text puts forward the idea that
she is free and not under the subjugation of any.
In the text when Dushyanta tries to free
Shakuntala from the task assigned to her of
watering the plants, Shakuntala replies as “who
are you to keep me or release me?” The marriage
between Shakuntala and Dushyanta which is a
Gandharva form of marriage shows that
Shakuntala was given the complete freedom to
choose her own husband. The decision to marry
Dushyanta was hers own. However, in terms of
the responsibilities of a daughter towards her
parents in the text, there are no such duties
assigned. The duties that are assigned are on a
whole for the family or community as a whole
The transformation of Shakuntala from the
daughter to a wife is marked by many of the
instances. The first is marked by her attire. Dress
is an extremely important component in the
AbhijnanaShakuntalam. When we encounter
Shakuntala for the first time she is dressed as an
aesthetic, in a bark dress, the jewelleries of
flowers. When Shakuntala is to leave the forest,



and enter the new world of court and wife she is
to change her attire, which comes in the form of
white silk clothes, resinous lac to redden her feet
and jewels. Shakuntala s transformation from a
young girl (daughter) in the forest to a queen
(wife) is indicated, through the change of attire.
Such transformation also marked a shift in the
roles of Shakuntala from being a daughter to the
task of a wife.

It begins with Dushyanta admiring the
beauty of Shakuntala in the hermitage and asserts
that Shakuntala is a suitable and perfect bride
for him by birth as well as by the intentions of
Kanva. Shakuntala is married to Dushyanta in
secret through the Gaandharva form of marriage.
Gandharva form of marriage is described in the
Manavadharmasastra14 as “the mutual union by
the inclination of a girl and a lover, that is to be
known as the Gandharva rite, arising from desire
caused by lust. After being convinced by
Dushyanta, Shakuntala gives herself in marriage
in absence of her guardian through the Gandharva
form of marriage. However, the irony of
Shakuntala s marriage to Dushyanta is that king
Dushyanta has no recollection of the marriage
when Shakuntala arrives in his court with a full
hope to meet her husband. Such changes in the
course of the narration in the text were visible
with the arrival of Durvasa in the ashrama. Here,
the curse of Durvasa plays a pivotal role in
changing the course of the narration which
temporarily altered the relation of Shakuntala
andDusyanta. It is said that Shakuntala was
cursed by Durvasa for neglecting her service to
him. This makes the king forget about Shakuntala
and their marriage. The only remedy of the curse,
the ring, a token of remembrance is also
conveniently lost. As a result there is a total
transformation in Dusyanta sbehaviour towards
Shakuntala. He calls Shakuntala as a cunning
woman when Shakuntala came to the palace to
recognize her as his wife. The sage conveys the
message of Kanva when Dushyanta fails to

identify Shakuntala, as a result of the curse. After
which allegation and counter allegations begins
among them, trying to put the blame on each other.

The righteous king Dusyanta though affected
by Shakuntala’s towering beauty refuses to accept
her. On this point, Dushyanta explicitly expresses
his view: “The Moon causes only the moon-
lotuses to bloom, and the Sun the sun lotuses
alone. The inclination of self-restrained persons
is averse to embrace another man’s wife. when
naive female beasts show cunning, what can we
expect of women who reason? Don t cuckoos let
other birds nurture their eggs and teach the chicks
to fly?”4 Shakuntala being the wife and above all
who is bearing the child of Dusyanta, does not
plead anymore, instead she compares him as a,
“a man whose mouth is honey, but whose heart is
stone. Also, the pain of denial by Dushyanta could
be seen when Shakuntala prayed that O gracious
goddess, mother earth, open wide and take me in.
Motherhood played a significant role in the ancient
Indian social life. In the text, Shakuntala s role
as a mother is indicated by Kalidasa s anxiety for
the birth of a son and heir. Central to this process
is Shakuntala- not as a beloved, but as a mother.
The Apart from the different roles of Shakuntala,
there are important roles played by other women
in the text. It is here we find both divine and human
s roles weaving in together. The role of the celestial
nymph Menaka (Shakuntala s mother) and her
companion Sanumati can be cited here as a point
that relates us with the divine intervention with
their roles in the human world. D.D. Kosambi
observes that in Uruvashi- Pururavas myth in the
Rig Veda, the SatapathaBrahamana and the
Mahabharata, and the Vikramorvasiyam, several
apsaras occupy a prominent place near the
beginning of some royal geaealogy  and list
Menaka as the mother of Shakuntala, and many
others as an examples. In the text, Menaka as a
mother of Shakuntala, whose role is developed in
such a way which makes her essential in narrating
the storyline of Shakuntala. She appears in a point
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of crisis, plays a significant role in reaching
Shakuntala to the desired conclusion. She is the
mother who rescues the abandoned Shakuntala
with the help of her companion Sanumati, during
the trauma and hardship of rejection of Shakuntala
by Dushyanta.

Moving away from the context of divine
roles, it is the roles of the other women depicted
in the text which is worth mentioning. One of such
roles is the role played by Anasuya and
Priyamvada. Anasuya and Priyamvada are the
two young ascetics  friends of Shakuntala, who
were the product of Kalidasa s poetic imagination.
It is evident from the text that Shakuntala was
not independent enough to confront her love
towards Dushyanta. Anasuya and Priyamvada
embody aspects of feminity, speech and action.
Priyamvada (literally meaning sweet talk) as her
name suggest is cheerful. Priyamvada with her
sweet talk proves to be most valuable when she
is somewhat able to pacify the irate sage Durvasa
and mitigate the effects of his curse. Anasuya
(literally, without envy) who kale says is older
than two. Another similar role is the significant
role played by Gautami. She is represented in the
text as the non-biological mother of Shakuntala.
She is the foster mother of Shakuntala, Anasuya
and Priyamvada, who performs the daily work of
parenting in the Kanva s ashrama. Her sphere of
influence is limited to interpersonal and emotive
relationship with her daughters. As a mother she
looks after when Shakuntala falls ill and takes
medicine to her, and sees for her safe return to
home when night falls. She is also the mother as
moral authority from whom the romance between
Shakuntala and Dushyanta is to be kept secret.
Her representation provides insights into
relationship between mothers and daughters, a
grey are in sastric texts according to
SukumariBhattacharji. Gautami mildly resists
brahmanical dominance when she hesitates in
abandoning Shakuntala in her moment of crisis
When Shakuntala is abandoned by both

Dushyanta and the two asthetics of Kanva,
Gautami seems to be in pain when she is left
behind alone.Gautami says: “Shakuntala is
following us, crying pitifully. What will my child
do now that her husband has refused her?”5

however the order by the aesthetic of Kanva to
lead the way she does not further intervene,
following the sastric injunction that, a girl, a
young woman, or even an old woman should not
do anything independently, even in her In addition
to these, the important contribution of women like
Netravati, the door keeper (female attendant) who
ushers in visitors and presents messages;
Parabhrtika and Madhukarika, the two maids
assigned to the Dushyanta s garden and Gaturika,
a maid servant also appeared in the text.

When we categorise the women according
to their role in the text, one important category of
women lacks behind apart from daughter, wife,
mother, widows that is of the working women, it
was Horner who introduced the new category of
working women in his work While examining the
various roles of women in text, one important
category of women lacks behind apart from
daughter, wife, mother, widows that is of the
working women, it was Horner who introduced
the new category of working women in his work
Women in Primitive Buddhism. Working women
in the text represents the role played by them
outside their domestic sphere, these women
represents an independent category of women of
a wider society. Such category of women can be
related to the various women entrusted with the
task as a door keeper, maids, and female
attendants in the palace. The host of female
characters in Dushyanta s court, who are
employed in the service of the king, and the palace,
mostly belong to the lower classes of society gives
evidence of women active in society and economy.
After carefully examining the various roles played
by the women in the text within the household
and outside it, the status of women in the society
can be understood from the text as well. Here,



the status of women can be understood socially,
politically and economically and also within the
family.

Looking at the social status of women
represented in the text, their status can be related
from their exclusion and inclusion to public and
private spaces. In terms of public space we can
relate it with their right to education and
participation in the religious ceremonies. However
we find that not all the women in the text enjoyed
such privileges. As described in text, the women
in the text do not seem to have acquired education,
with an exception of Shakuntala and Dushyanta
s wife in the palace. It is evident from the text
that Shakuntala seems to have the knowledge of
writing, when she is asked to compose a letter to
Dushyanta expressing her love as advised by her
companion. Similarly, the reference to Dushyanta
s wife in the palace singing a song playing an
instrument indirectly indicates about her accessed
to such knowledge. The most important activity
that was regarded important in the religious sphere
was the sacrifice. Women as a wife were a
necessary companion for her husband in the
sacrifice. But in the text Women did not have a
direct participation in the sacrificial ritual, but
contributed by gathering the required essentials
for the same. In terms of the religious status of
women in the ancient texts, we find that in the
early period the Upanayana. Thus, the discussions
regarding the status of women from the text more
or less connect us with the status of women that
determined on the background of Hindu ideas;
Brahmanical sources since all the traditional work
on the status of women in India exist entirely
within the context of Hinduism. Uma Chakravarti
writes that almost all the works on the position of
women in ancient India have been written by the
scholars who fall within the nationalist school of
history.

These scholars worked hard to show that the
position of the women in India s ancient past was

high. These historians in order to glorify Indian
womanhood have led to the selective focus on
certain aspects of the ancient texts, along with
the most celebrated example of women learning
of the Gargi-Yajnavalkiya debate. The general
idea about the position of women was high in the
Vedic period, and it was only after the foreign
invasion that the position of women declined. It
was after these foreign invasion that that various
evils such as the Purdah, sati and female
infanticide came up. It was in the Gupta period
women were the objects of enjoyment. It was
during this age that the dreams of getting charming
heavenly damsels were infused in the hearts of
the men It is said that the Gupta period marks the
position of women as deteriorating comparing to
the Vedic age where women enjoyed a higher
position in the society. According to Bader, „the
decline in the status of women in a long run is the
preference for sons over daughters in the terms
of the requirement of a son for funeral rites.
Shakuntala might have been ignored because she
was a daughter and not a son. The preference of
sons over daughter was also one of the factors
which led to the low status of women in their
society. The subordination of women is a common
feature of almost all stages of history, and is
prevalent in large parts of the world, the extent
and form of that subordination has-been
conditioned by the social and cultural
inenvironment in which women have been placed.

When we try to move a little bit away from
the status of women that is either high or low and
try to find out basis of sub-ordination and the
extend and specific form which generally
determines the status of women we can find out
that in India that religious instruments has shaped
the social practices. In short we can say that role
of Shakuntala is representation traditional Indian
women who accept her fate as divine destiny. Here
in her whole life she maintained all limits which
was prescribed by our traditional society, religion,
and her family.hereshakuntala represent
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traditional women image that was established by
our traditional social values.
